Ryder Cup Setup for PGA 2000
Greetings and welcome to the setup readme for PGA 2000’s Ryder Cup. I’ve created a breakdown that has been play tested extensively, and will allow you to run your own Ryder Cup match within the confines of PGA 2000.

A couple key points need to be covered up front, and to help with setups I’ll include a few images from within the game to help clarify what you’ll need to do.

1) Since I do not have the current list of players from this years current Ryder Cup teams, I’ve taken the absolute best players from the past 9 full years of my seasonal play. That is, every player on the two opposing teams is the best player’s available based on career earnings from my last 9 full offline seasons.

2) In addition, certain players are not available for PGA 2000 currently, so I’ve had to fill in the rosters with replacement players. Yes, I’m fully aware that some players like Greg Norman and Vijay Singh are not European candidates, but IF you wish to make up the proper players the stats are available online for both competing teams.

3) As well, certain USA candidates were not strong candidates – given their stats at the time of their creation by Joe Wells in 2000. So, I’ve included substitute players for their roster spots. Yes, you will see Jack Nicklaus on the roster – but it’s just my way of giving thanks to the great one. 8)
4) I’ve created all the specific match lists for you, and since I’m American, you’ll find one open spot in 4 of the foursome matches, and the appropriate open spot for the singles matches so you can add in your own custom human controlled player and try to help the US win the cup.

      USAGE:
Unzip the PGA2k Ryder Cup archive into your X:\SIERRA\PGA2000\Players (where X = the drive where PGA 2000 resides). All 28 folders should be present once extracted properly, with all players setup in their corresponding matches.

You should ensure that WinZip unpacks by using the use original folders option. I prefer Power Archiver for all of my zip needs.

NOTE: If you unsure that your zip utility is setup to use original folders, my recommendations are to create a folder on your desktop and extract the archive to it. That way you can check without making a mistake first.

After the folders are extracted, you can continue to the Setup procedure.
SETUP:
All 28 match types have had lists created for you, with players all setup within the confines of each folder/list. So, here is how they are listed and which match type you’ll need to setup on the TYPE OF PLAY screen:

4 Fourball Matches, teeing off at 15 minute intervals - FOUR BALL MATCH
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4 Foursomes matches, teeing off at 15 minute intervals - BEST BALL RYDER CUP
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4 Foursomes matches, teeing off at 15 minute intervals - BEST BALL RYDER CUP
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4 Fourball matches, teeing off at 15 minute intervals - FOUR BALL MATCH
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12 Singles matches, teeing off at 12 minute intervals - MATCH PLAY
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You will have to setup each match independently with this system, as PGA 2000 does not allow multiple matches to be run through an offline environment. Your setup screen should look like this:
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I’ve set it up to allow pickups and gimmies – since we’re not dealing with tournament rules here – you can have gimmies to speed up play since the CPU has a tendency to often leave 2 footers when it miscalculates its putts.
Who’s Playing
On this screen, you will select the day and match, then choose next:
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PAIRING:
This screen is where you will ensure the foursomes are set up properly. IF you need to, move a player up or down to place them on the proper US or European team.
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As far as I can tell, you should set it up to have the visiting nation tee on the opening day of matches FIRST, and then switch back and forth throughout the rest of the morning and afternoon matches. EXAMPLE:

Europeans visiting – they tee off first on Friday morning in all 4 matches, then in the afternoon, the US is first – then vice-versa for Saturday. Visitors tee off first in singles matches throughout on Sunday.

WATCH GROUP:

This is a nice feature for the Ryder Cup, here you can select whether to watch the match or simulate it.
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Click on the drop down arrow, and make your choice to view or watch:
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Finally, the matches that I’ve left a single spot open for you so you can compete are as follows:
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To place yourself in these matches – simply select the proper match, and then add your player on the Who’s Playing screen:
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That’s it.

Naturally, you’ll need to keep track of points yourself, But to make that easier, I’ve created an Excel worksheet that will easily do this for you. All you’ll need to do is fill in your name in the match area, add the final totals beside each match, and tally the results at the top of the page and voila…instant Ryder Cup.
